To apply for the fund, you will need to make 
an application and answer these questions: 

      
  
 

1. Information about yourself, including 
Your name  
When your project will start and when it 
will end 
How much money you will need  
Which language you want to use 
Your bank account information 

        
 

2. What do you hope to get from doing 
this project?  
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3. Your project might be with a group of 
artists. Tell us your plan for choosing 
and working with this group. 

          
 

4. If you are going to travel to another 
country, tell us why you must travel. 
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What information we 
need from you

To apply for the fund, you will also need 
to give us all the information below: 

 
 

� How you will be spending money 
on things like: 

 
­ Artist fees 

 
­ Membership or registration costs 

 
­ Materials 

 
­ Travel costs

� Details of all the things you need the 
funding for. This includes money to 
pay yourself a salary. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

� Details of any money you might make. 
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� Details of any help you might get 
for free.

� A letter or email from the people you are 
working with in another country. This 
document should say they are going to 
work with you. This document should also 
include a link to their website. 

 
 
 
 

� You might want funding to go to an 
event in another country. You do not 
need a letter or email about this. 
You can just email us the event 
website address. 

 
 
 
 

� We need more information about your 
work. This could be a website address 
or a C.V.  
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What happens next?  
 
 
 

 

We will let you know if you will get the money 
in six weeks.   

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

If you get the fund, we will help you plan out 
your project more.  

 
 
 
 
 
 

We will also ask you to answer some questions 
about your project 30 days after the end 
date.
